How to make phone calls

Dial 1-(855)-434-5934 and when prompted enter your pin# 05508. Both of these
numbers are found at the top right of your script and can be put into your phone
contacts to make everything easier.

. Prompt will tell you to press * and your phone will automatically begin dialing.

. When you hear music playing, you know the system is randomly calling numbers.

You may be listening for awhile, but realize this is normal.

. Someone or something is on the line when the music ends. Begin talking right away

using Phone Call Script, because sometimes we miss their “hello”.

. Please use your nice voice through the entire script. Whenever you are

done...whether you got through it all or just got hung up on before you said 2
words...PRESS * again.

. * will activate the system’s voice to ask you all 5 questions on the script and you will

record the person’s answers by pressing the correct number from the script. You do
not have to wait for it to read the entire question, just enough that the system knows
you are on the question. Once you press * the system will continue to the next
question.

Done with that call! TALLY MARK FOR CALL COUNT.

Press * to begin the process all over again!
